When your child hits an unfamiliar word, encourage him or her to try a variety of strategies.  They could skip the word, read to the end of the sentence and then go back and think about what word would make sense that matches the letter sounds.  They could look for smaller words or familiar “chunks” inside big words.  They could use picture clues.  All of those strategies are usually more efficient than sounding out every word.
